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The special provisions for the benefit of the neighbourhood are, (1) the setting out in the 
centre of the village of a recreation ground, eight acres in extent, which, after drainage and 
the straightening of the stream, will be in all respects adapted for the purpose; (2) the 
allotting for field gardens of about 15 acres of the most suitable land in the parish, as 
regards quality, aspect, proximity, and accessibility, which has been made allottable by the 
owner for this particular object; (3) the construction of a bridge, with the necessary 
approaches, to carry the public road through the village across the stream, which now at 
flood times renders the passage from one side of the village to the other impracticable; (4) 
the straightening of the course of the stream in its approach to and after passing under the 
new bridge. New roads and paths are to be set out and made, as may be found convenient 
for public use. It will also be of advantage to fence the existing roads, almost all of which are 
now open, and allow cattle to stray on the adjoining lands. 
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
